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The past year has brought about several changes to the dental landscape in the state of Florida. The Department of Health has 

changed our state licensing exam requirement and we have made the switch to ADLEX exam. This examination is supposedly equal 

to the previous Florida Licensure Exam. A Medicaid Fee increase also was instituted for the first time in several years. This will hope-

fully increase the number of providers for children's dental services. The Department of Health has also suspended the health care 

providers requirement to use counterfeit-proof prescription pads/blanks for 60 days as of July 6, 2011.  The most up to date informa-

tion on this issue is available on the Department of Health website: www.doh.state.us/mqa/HB7095.html. The temporary suspension 

of the requirement for health care practitioners to use counterfeit-proof prescription pads ends on August 29, 2011. 

This year the Florida Dental Association's Board of Trustees will continue to evaluate and address the states access to care needs. 

There is also on- going discussion on the possibility of several new dental schools opening in the state. 

The NEDDA has been fortunate in having Dr. Rick Stevenson work his way up the executive branch with our state dental association. 

Dr. Dan Gesek has also been great asset with his service on the Board of Dentistry. The Florida Dental Association and the NEDDA 

has been working very hard to keep our state legislators and board of dentistry up to date on issues we feel are very significant. If

TRUSTEES  REPORT 

PRESCRIPTION DRUG MONITORING PROGRAM UPDATE  

The Florida Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP), or drug database, is set to begin after years of delay and controversy. 

According to the most recent timeframes, the system should go live by October 17. As a reminder, it is completely optional for a den-

tist to review the database before prescribing a controlled substance; however, it is intended to be a tool to combat doctor shopping by 

drug addicted individuals. 

Below is an update on the PDMP implementation timeframes, (subject to change): 

On May 26, the contract with the vendor, Health Information and Design, was signed. 

On Aug. 1, access registration to input information to the PDMP by pharmacies and dispensing practitioners began. 

On Sept. 1, reporting to the PDMP began. 

On Sept. 8, the first reports are due from pharmacies and dispensing practitioners, as the law requires reporting every seven 

days of all controlled substances dispensed. 

On Oct. 1, access registration to the PDMP for controlled substance prescribers begins. Basically, prescribing practitioners may 

signïup, if they choose, to have access to the PDMP. 

On Oct. 17, the system is scheduled to ñgo liveò and be accessible by practitioners who want to look at patient controlledï

substance history. This is a completely voluntary PDMP review by the prescribing practitioner.
